VICTORIA PARK PROGRAM
TICKETED PROGRAM:
Our three days of ticketed programming in 
Victoria Park (July 6, 7 and 10) are sold as a 
daily ticket. Your ticket allows full access to 
all festival programming on that chosen 
day. Each of the three ticketed days 
features three artists per day on the TD 
Main Stage and allows for come-and-go 
privileges throughout that given day. 

SASKTEL FREE PROGRAM: 
Join us on four days of the festival at 
Victoria Park (July 5, 8, 9, and 11) for the 
SaskTel Free Program. There are multiple 
artists on the TD Main Stage each day and 
all shows are free to attend.

STRICTLY JAZZ SERIES
The Strictly Jazz Series presented by 
Saskatchewan Labour Unions takes place at The 
Bassment (202 4th Avenue North). There are four 
shows in this series at 8:00PM on select festival 
nights. Each of the four shows are individually 
ticketed events.

MAURICE DROUIN LOUNGE
The Maurice Drouin Lounge presented by Bokeh 
and The Alt Hotel Saskatoon is our late night 
program, taking place at Bokeh and The Alt Hotel 
Saskatoon at 10:30PM on select festival nights. 
Named after the late local jazz legend, the 
Maurice Drouin Lounge showcases some of the 
best small jazz ensembles in Saskatchewan. 
These shows are free to attend.
